For logistical purposes I have arranged 2 nights pre-trip at 

the Aloft Bali Seminayak with transfer to the airport on 

8/18, this is included in the pricing on the previous page.  

The Aloft is located about 20 minutes from the airport, and 

in the heart of the suburb Seminayak within walking 

distance of bars, restaurants and the beach!  Travel to 

Indonesia is long, and it’s important to get a rest in before 

we board the boat.  On the 18th we will hop in our Hiace 

vans to head to the airport for our 8 am flight to Labuan 

Bajo. Upon arrival, Aggressor will transfer us to the yacht 

from the airport.  From there we will enjoy 10 days on 

board a traditional Phinisi style ship exploring the famous Komodo National Park and heading west along Sumbawa and 

diving along the way.

Post Trip Add On:  
 
Mimpi Dive Resort Tulamben Aug 28 – 31 2026 
 
Tulamben is located approximately 2.5 to 3 hrs east of Denpasar.  It is best known for its world renowned muck 
diving and the USAT Liberty Shipwreck.  Shore and boat diving are easily accessible throughout the area, with 
many resorts and home stays to choose from.  Mimpi is a small resort located right by the Liberty wreck- they offer 
diving and courses through PADI, have a luxurious spa on location and are situated right near plenty of hiking trails 
if you would rather hike than dive. You can’t come all the way to Bali- and miss Tulamben!    
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Diving is easy- it is all critter hunting, and you will see the wildest things- 
anything from the mimic octopus, to the Pegasus sea moth, pygmy 
seahorses, many species of nudibranchs, and so much more. The USAT 

Liberty wreck's history began as a 
WWI cargo ship, later serving in 
WWII, when it was torpedoed by a 
Japanese submarine in 1942 off Bali, beached for two decades, and finally 
submerged in 1963 by a volcanic eruption,  transforming it into Bali's 
famous Tulamben dive site, an artificial reef teeming with marine life.   
 
 
 



 
 

 
 
 
 
When I went in 2019 I fell in love with all of it. That said- here is the following itinerary I have arranged: 
 
Aug 28 – 11AM pick from the airport ~ 2pm arrive to Mimpi and check in, optional afternoon dive or night dive 
Aug 29 -  AM 2 tank boat dives, free afternoon to relax at the spa or hike, night dive 
Aug 30 -  AM 2 boat dives, free afternoon to relax or hike 
Aug 31 - Depart in the morning back to Denpasar* 
 *exact time will be determined later, I highly recommend an afternoon or 
evening flight from Denpasar 
 
Pricing includes room & breakfast, 2x 2 tank boat dives, and one night dive
